HIGHLIGHTED SCHOLARSHIPS ESTABLISHED IN 2023-2024 

Engineering Technologies Department Endowed Scholarship 
The Engineering Technologies Department Endowed Scholarship was finalized in 2023 when seed funding 
from Professor James Finne and Dr. Craig Stickler were combined with gifts and commitments from 
Middlesex College Engineering Technologies Department faculty, staff and others associated with the 
department to create this endowment. 

Dr. Virgil H Blanco Memorial Endowed Fund 
Dr. Blanco’s Family and Friends established the scholarship in June 
2024. Dr. Blanco dedicated his life to researching history and economics 
and even more so, teaching and mentoring all those he came to know. 
For over 50 years, he was a professor and mentor at Middlesex College. 
He was a teacher, not only in the classroom but in life, always guiding 
his students. It is the intent of his family that his goal to educate the next 
generation will be carried on through those students who receive his 
scholarship. 

Sara Dubinin Annual Scholarship 
This scholarship was established in December 2023 with commitment 
from the Sara Dubinin Foundation to create a legacy in Sara's name at 
Middlesex College. In 2007, Sara was a student at Middlesex College. 
Sara was studying to be an elementary school teacher, when a tragic 
car crash took her life. Sara's heartbreaking death was the impetus 
for her parents to establish the Sara Dubinin Foundation to promote 
awareness and advocate for a next of kin notification law in NJ. The 
work of the Sara Dubinin Foundation, Sara's Law and the Sara Dubinin 
Scholarship at Middlesex College are all ways Sara's positive and 
generous spirit continues to help and serve others. 
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Suzanne Macaoay Memorial Annual Scholarship Funded by the LSRPA Foundation 
In April 2023, the Licensed Site Remediation Professionals Association 
(LSRPA) Foundation established this memorial scholarship focused on Earth 
Science and the environment. Suzanne Macaoay was a geologist dedicated 
to the remediation of contaminated sites. She began her education at a New 
Jersey Community College before matriculating at Rutgers and Princeton. 

HIGHLIGHTED SCHOLARSHIPS ESTABLISHED IN 2023-2024 

RoRy Anesthesia Annual Nursing Scholarship 
Established in August 2023 with a commitment from Ellen Rey, an alumna of the Class of 1973. As a 
pioneer in Middlesex College’s nascent nursing program, Ellen was one of very few Hispanic students 
in the program. After graduation, Ellen worked as a nurse and continued her education at the University 
of New England where she specialized in anesthesia. Ms. Rey has been the Managing Partner at RoRy 
Anesthesia since 1999. Ellen made this gift to further the nursing tradition of professionalism, compassion 
and empathy by providing a scholarship for Hispanic women entering the profession. 

TeluguPeople Foundation 
The TeluguPeople Foundation is a non-profit organization, founded by a 
group of passionate people, having genuine intention to make an impact 
on society. Part of their mission is to empower economically disadvantaged 
students by providing scholarships to pursue higher education. Believing 

that an investment in higher education delivers maximum return for the beneficiary and society, the 
Foundation is teaching young people about philanthropy and asking families to support scholarships at 
Middlesex College. Through our creative collaboration, 5 new annual scholarships have been established: 

Team Adroit CC Annual Scholarship 
The Adroit CC Scholarship was established to celebrate the deep passion for the game of cricket and the 
strong bonds of friendship and teamwork that unite our players. The scholarship is awarded to full or part-
time students pursuing STEM degrees. 

Sita Nihal Biyani Memorial Annual Scholarship 
This nursing scholarship was established by the Biyani family to honor the memory of Sita Nihal Biyani. 

Sundara Ramaiah Kotha Memorial Annual Scholarship 
The Kotha Family established this nursing scholarship to honor the memory of Sundara Ramaiah Kotha, a civil 
servant and humanitarian who supported many families during his lifetime with the very little savings he had. 

Manish Koli Memorial Annual Scholarship 
In memory of their teammate Manish Koli, Team Adroit CC established this scholarship for student majoring 
in Health and Exercise Science.  

The Kodavatiganti Family Scholarship Annual Scholarship 
This scholarship was initiated as an incentive to recognize students who put determination and strength 
towards their goals. Designed to foster innovative minds, this scholarship is awarded to full or part-time 
students pursuing STEM degrees.

$89,229 in holistic student support, $66,715 was 
in cash donations and $22,514 was the value of 
in-kind donations.
